For over 30 years, the Presbyterian Peacemaking Program and 
the Presbyterian Church (USA) have been committed to pursuing 
a peaceful and just world.  One of the ways we support this work 
is through the Peacemaking Offering.  It is collected on World 
Communion Sunday, October 7, 2012.  The offering gives us a 
concrete way to contribute locally and nationally to the work of 
peace. 
 

The monies are divided with 25% going to our local congregation 
and 25% to the presbytery.  The General Assembly receives 50% 

which funds the Peacemaking Program for our denomination.  This enables us to sponsor International 
Peacemakers, share conferences, advocate for active nonviolent solutions to conflicts and provide re-
sources for congregations.
